Responsibility Contract- Musical cast members
The musical is an experience you’ll never forget!  It is demanding, challenging, fun, and very rewarding.  Before you audition, please review the responsibilities below and make sure you understand what is expected of you.  Bring this signed contract with you to the audition.

· The performance dates for this year’s musical are March 17th, 18th and 19th.  You must be at rehearsal scheduled the week before the performance (Monday-Thursday = Tech Week + Performances) – NO EXCEPTIONS!  Missing one scheduled tech week performance will result in missing one performance. 
· By auditioning and signing below, you are of the understanding that you are expected to abide by school rules and policies at all musical related functions: rehearsal, meetings, etc.  This means that you will cooperate and respect all parents, teachers, and others that are assisting with this production.

· Rehearsals will begin in December and continue until the performances.  Your attendance is expected for every rehearsal your group is scheduled for.  Leads in particular are expected to make a 24-7 commitment to this production.  If you are absent from or late to school that day, you are not permitted to attend rehearsal and that will be considered an excused absence.  I will work with your work and/or sport scheduled, but you must communicate any potential conflicts at least 1 to 2 weeks prior to the conflict.  Other absences from rehearsal are considered unexcused unless they are extenuating circumstances.  Extenuating circumstances will be considered on an individual basis.  After 3 unexcused absences, your role may be reassigned or reduced.  Family vacations that occur during this time are considered unexcused absences.

· The musical is a team effort.  No individual can stage or perform an entire show on his/her own.  You are expected to treat the production staff and your fellow cast mates with every respect.  This includes attendance at rehearsals.  No individuals outside the cast, crew, and assigned parent chaperones are permitted at rehearsals.  

· There will be some personal expenses required of you such as shoes, socks, etc.  Boys must have black socks and black dress shoes. Girls must purchase character shoes in tan and dance tights in light suntan. Shoes should be worn to every rehearsal, especially dance rehearsals. All shoes must be purchased no later than January 15th. 

· You will also be required to fundraise to help cover the production costs.  This fundraising may include, but not limited to, selling ads in the show program.  The district does not finance the entire production and patron ads are a major source of income.  You should plan to sell $100-150 worth of ads and participate in all scheduled fundraisers, including car washes, product sales, and events.

· Body piercings and/or tattoos that are not appropriate for the characterization of the show must be removed or adequately covered so as to not interfere with the production of the show.  You also agree to make no changes in hair color, style or length, unless previously discussed with the director.

· All cast members will be held to the established academic standards for extracurricular activities to be evaluated weekly.  In cases where academic performance is below the standard of 1.6 overall grade point average, you will not be permitted to rehearse.  Study Hours and “Quiet Rooms” may be provided as needed/requested.
· All cast members will be held to the established social suspension guidelines.
